Pinot Grigio, Folino Capito £4.00 £510 £14.95
Italy

A light, crisp wine, that goes well with light simple dishes.

2. Chenin Blanc, Man Vintners £17.00
South Africa
Tropical fruit, guava and melon aromas, crisp and bold sweet citrus backed
by refreshing acidity and minerality.

3. Sauvignon Blanc, Faultline £445 £7.75 £26.00
Marlborough, New Zealand
Herbacious flavours with crisp acidity.

4. Pouilly Fumé, Chateau Favray £26.00
France
A round, lush wine with depth of fruit and fantastic concentration. Starting
with an aromatic bouquet and finishing with citrus fruit.

5. Weighbridge Unoaked Chardonnay £415 £5.50 £16.00
Australia
A nose of fresh, sun-ripened white peaches balanced by a crisp acidity with a
long, lingering finish.

6. Fiano, MandraRossa £17.00
Italy
Fiano is the name of the grape and is the next big thing! It has a gorgeous
aromatic and tropical fruit aroma. In the mouth you get flavours of peach,
white flowers, marmalade and ripe oranges. Goes with almost everything.

7. Layers White (Pinot Gris/Semillon/Muscat/Gewz) £5.50 £7.35 £22.00
Peter Lehmann, Australia
This is a remarkably interesting wine that has the character of a medium dry
wine due to strong ripe fruit flavours. Aromas of grapes, lychee and grilled
tropical fruit with mouth flavours of fruit salad, melon juice and gooseberry
fool. We urge you to try this unique high quality complex wine.

8. Pinot Grigio, Mansion House Bay £23.50
Marlborough, New Zealand
This is a premium Pinot Grigio with fantastic character and depth. A subtle
nose of apricot, raisin and big green olives with a palate that is a little bit rich
and oily with flavours of banana, lemon zest and ground up pebbles.
SPECIAL OCCASION SELECTION

9. Pinot Gris Reserve, Trimbach £30.00
Alsace, France
Full, headly, rich fruity style with great depth balanced by a crisp acidity
that gives structure and longevity followed by a lush aftertaste and a slight
smokiness.

10. Pouilly Fuisse Clos sur la Roche, Domaine Saumaize Michelin £38.00

Burgundy, France

Fragrant minerals, white fruit and floral aromas are abundant on the nose. It
is powerfull and concentrated on the palate with plenty of peach, apple and
ripe pear fruits coating its multi faceted mineral edge. The finish stays full and
stony, with a citrus finish.

11. Merlot, La Paz £4.00 £5.10 £14.95
Chile
Red cherry and plum aromas. Filled with currant, ripe plum, cherry, vanilla
and blackberry flavours, complemented by sweet ripe tannins.

12. Malbec ‘Cuvee Sol’, Bodegas Santa Ana £17.00
Argentina
Brooding, deep red in colour with black fruit aromas. The palate is medium
bodied and dry with soft, ripe blackcurrant flavours and balancing structure,
finishing rounded and juicy.

13. Crianza, Pagos de Araiz £4.50 £6.00 £18.00
Spain
The nose is aromatic with a medium to high intensity. Fruits such as
blackberry, raspberry and plums are detected alongside a well-integrated
toasty character. The long length can be justified by an almost perfect
amount of fruit and oak. Medium bodied and very structured.

14. Cairanne ‘Les Travers’, Domaine Brusset £25.50
Southern Rhone, France
A deep garnet colour with youthful purplish hints at the rim. It has a fresh
spicy nose with aromas of Christmas cake and mulled wine. On the palate it
is concentrated and very elegant with fine spicy concentrated red and black
fruits, soft tannins, and real elegance on the finish.
CONTEMPORARY SELECTION

15. Sangiovese ‘Poggio della Quercia IGT’, Rubicone £4.00 £5.10 £14.95
Italy
Bright ruby red in the glass with aromas of forest fruits, a medium bodied
palate and a delicious food-friendly freshness.

16. Organic Cabernet Sauvignon, Soleus £18.50
Chile
Full bodied, but soft and juicy, packed with brambly fruit flavours, hints of
spice and oak.

17. Little Yering Pinot Noir, Yering Station £495 £6.50 £19.50
Australia
Aromas of strawberry and red cherry fruit with subtle vanillin oak. Well
structured and persistent with great depth of fruit and savouriness on the
finish.

18. Wildflower, J. Lohr £22.00
California
Bright aromas of boysenberry, cherry, raspberry and banana. The fruit
complexion on the palate is equally bright, dominated by boysenberry and
raspberry.

19. Rioja Reserva, Bodegas Murua £29.50
Spain
Intense, earthy aromas of red cherries and spice. Red cherries, leather, vanilla
and liquorice are all detected in this classic example of Rioja Reserva.

20. Chateau Lamothe Bergeron, Cru Bourgeois, Haut-Médoc £34.50

France

Pure cassis and blackcurrant on the nose, backed by a hint of a cedar on the
palate. The tannins are sound and ripe and the wine has a long, concentrated
finish.
